levels of government in Canada want
and need to help our very troubled for-
est sector, and I believe our input will
better guide new and existing federal
programs and initiatives with balanced,
science-based options” Briefly, the
Institute suggested that the federal gov-
ernment recognize that it needs to
directly invest in Canada’s forests to
ensure a sustainable supply of material
for conventional forest products, future
bio-industry opportunities, wildlife
habitat, and maintenance of forest car-
bon, among other uses. It was also rec-
ommended that the government
provide Canadians with a clear and
understandable description of changes
to forest composition and structure so
that citizens are able to better under-
stand the public policy choices available
to them to ensure the important ecolog-
ical functions of our forests are pro-
tected for the long term. Finally, the
Institute also suggested that Canada can
play a major role in many countries
beset by poverty and environmental
degradation, some of the drivers of
human suffering, through reinstating
forestry into its global aid program. “I
remain optimistic with respect to the
future of Canadas forest sector; said
Mr. Pineau. “There is some very good
work being carried out across Canada
to innovate, diversify, reinvest and cre-
ate opportunities through the sustain-
able use of our forests. We have to
recognize, and be ready and willing to
take advantage of, these new opportuni-
ties as they arise”
